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Loft and cavity wall insulation 

We are working with Miller Pattison to promote

grant funded insulation. 

The scheme is open to all Uttlesford residents in 

private households, including those in privately 

rented accommodation if they have their landlord's

permission. Those in receipt of a qualifying 

benefit or over 70 years old can have the work

done totally free. For others, there is a grant 

subsidy of over 50%.

While funding lasts,  there is also a one-off £25 council tax rebate per

household for residents who pay to have insulation installed under this

scheme. 

The £25 rebate is also available to others who provide evidence to the

Council they have had insulation works carried out at their own expense. A

claim for a rebate must be made in the same council tax year (April to

March) as the measure was installed.

Hot water - Older parts of the heating system

system insulation may be listed.

Heating controls - Older parts of the heating system

Loft insulation - Ventilation in loft space must be maintained

- Natural, breathable insulation materials (e.g.

sheepswool) are better for older buildings.

Draught - If windows are in need of repair this

proofing should be done first.
